1. School Communication & Digital Platforms

Policy Details
e The school’s official communication platform is the iCampus School Portal, and school WhatsApp.

e All official announcements, circulars, weekly learning overviews, schedules, policies, assessments,
and notices are published through the portal and school WhatsApp.

e Login credentials are shared with both registered parents/guardians via email.

e Parents are responsible for regularly monitoring the portal and ensuring they are informed of all
school communications.

e Training sessions and user guides are provided to parents and students to ensure effective use of the
platform.

2. Weekly Learning Overviews (Weekly Plans)

(ADEK Curriculum Transparency Requirement)

Policy Statement

PIS ensures curriculum transparency by providing structured Weekly Learning Overviews for all grade levels.
Policy Details

e Weekly Overviews are published every Friday on the school portal.
¢ They include:
o Learning objectives and topics
o Required textbooks and materials
o Homework and assignments
o Quizzes, assessments, and key dates
e Parents are expected to review the overview weekly and support students in preparedness and
completion of tasks.



3. Attendance, Punctuality & Absence

(ADEK Attendance & Student Progress Regulations)

Policy Statement
Regular attendance is mandatory and directly impacts student academic progress, wellbeing, and promotion
eligibility.
Attendance Requirements

e Daily attendance and Morning Assembly participation are compulsory.

e Attendance is recorded every lesson throughout the school day.

e Friday attendance is mandatory; no make-up lessons or assessments are offered.
Late Arrival Procedure

o First late arrival: Notification

e Second late arrival (without valid excuse): Verbal warning

e Repeated lateness: Student may be sent home and recorded as unexcused absence

Absence Thresholds (ADEK-Aligned)

Cycle 1-3 (Grades 1-5):
e Absence exceeding 5% (9 school days) is classified as Cause for Concern.
e Cases are monitored and may be escalated to ADEK.
KG Cycle:
e Absence exceeding 10% (18 school days) may negatively impact foundational learning and
progression.
Early Leave
e Early dismissal is permitted only for documented medical appointments at governmental hospitals.
e Requests must be submitted at least two days in advance.

4. Uniform Policy

(ADEK Student Appearance & Safety Guidelines)
Policy Statement
All students must comply with the official school uniform policy to ensure safety, equality, and school
identity.
Uniform Expectations
e  Only approved school uniforms are permitted.
e No branded clothing, logos, jewelry, or accessories are allowed.
e  Winter clothing must be plain white, blue, or black, without branding.
e Shoes must be closed, plain, and safe; sandals and open shoes are prohibited.
e Short skirts or uniforms are not permitted, even when worn with leggings.
Non-Compliance

Students who do not meet uniform standards will be sent home and may return only upon compliance.
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5. Mobile Phones & Electronic Devices
(ADEK Behaviour & Digital Safety Policy)
Policy Statement
To ensure student safety, focus, and privacy, electronic devices are strictly prohibited on campus.
Policy Details
e Students may not bring:
o Mobile phones, and smart watches

o Tablets or electronic devices
e Any confiscated device:
o Is handed to school administration
o Isretained until the end of the academic year
e Recording or sharing content on school premises is a serious violation and subject to
disciplinary action.

Exception
Exceptional cases require prior written approval from the Section Supervisor with justification.
6. School Transportation (Buses)

(ADEK Transport Safety Regulations)
Policy Statement

School transportation operates in compliance with ADEK and Department of Transport regulations.
Policy Details

e Maximum trip duration is 60 minutes, Buses do not wait for late students.

e Parents must be present at drop-off points.

e If no authorized adult is present, the student will be returned to school for collection.

7. Nutrition & Student Health
(ADEK Healthy Food Policy)

PIS promotes healthy eating habits to support student wellbeing, learning, and safety.
Prohibited Items
The following items are strictly forbidden and will be confiscated:
¢ Chocolate spreads and sweets

e  Chips and junk food
e Fizzy or energy drinks
e Nuts (due to allergy risks)
Recommended Items
e Fresh fruits and vegetables
e Healthy sandwiches (cheese, labneh, turkey)
e  Whole-grain or low-sugar foods
e  Water as the primary beverage
Lunchboxes are checked regularly to ensure compliance.
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8. Anti-Bullying & Student Discipline
(ADEK Student Protection & Behaviour Framework)

Premium International School maintains a zero-tolerance approach to bullying and misconduct.
